Dear Colleague,

The Subject Centre for History, Classics and Archaeology is undertaking a survey, funded by the JISC Community Led Image Collections Digital Repositories Programme, to assess the current use and potential future development of the Archaeology Image Bank (http://ads.ahds.ac.uk/learning/image_bank/ ). This survey aims to elicit views from a wide range of users, potential users and depositors from the discipline of archaeology, with some input from the disciplines of classics and history, in order to contribute to the assessment of the most appropriate and viable paths for the future development of the Image Bank, and its potential integration into a wider linked network of digital repositories.
